· The exotic, the occult and the Macabre
The Supernatural as a rejection of materialism in pursuit of spiritual self-awareness.  A yearning for the unknown and the unknowable
· Nationalism
· Interest in Foreign Lands
Exoticism or a focus on the sexy “other.” To provide an escape from reality or perhaps the psychological/moral justification of imperialism

· Return to Christian Mysteries
God is great & all-powerful and thus as creator all things are there because God put them there
